Local -

The combined market valuation of nine of the top-10 most valued companies fell by Rs 2,48,542.3
crore last week in line with a weak broader market trend, with Reliance Industries and HDFC Bank
emerging as the biggest laggards.

Healthy demand has restored India Inc’s business confidence in Q3 of 2021, according to the Global
Economic Conditions Survey (GECS) report. This is the largest regular economic survey of accountants
and finance professionals around the world jointly carried out quarterly by the Association of
Chartered Certified Accountants (ACCA) and the Institute of Management Accountants
(IMA).According to the survey report, outlook for the South Asian region has risen mainly due to better
prospects in India.
